Place Value

Place value is the system used to help us read and write numbers. There are 10 numbers
ordigits: 0,1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8,9. Adigit's place on the place value chart determines its

value.

This is a place value chart. Each
place—or position—is based on tens. If
you move a number to the right or
left, the number becomes ten times
larger or ten times smaller.

Start with the ones place. A 2 in this
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place means 2 ones. If you add a $| S
zero, 2 moves one place to the left. il A=
This increases the value of the 2 by 5 %
ten times. It becomes 2 tens, or

twenty. If another zero is added, the zlojo

two moves another place to the left
and increases ten times more. It
becomes 2 hundreds, or 200.

Notice that the digit is the same 2. But its position, or place, on the
chart gives it its value.

Most numbers you'll ever use will have four or fewer digits.
The number 1,326 is an example of a four-digit number.

The value of each digit is determined by its place in the
number.
